Egeskov opens as a five-star attraction

When Egeskov on Funen opens its gates for the 2009 season, it is with the news that the famous tourist attraction has recently been awarded five stars. Egeskov thus becomes just the twelfth attraction in Denmark able to boast this award, a distinction that underlines its international class. 

For years now, Egeskov has indulged the Danes' youthful enthusiasm for fire engines. And this season is no exception. New facilities have been built alongside the existing Falck Museum, providing additional space for even more emergency vehicles. 

"The Falck Museum has thus been extended with an extra 1000 m². The new buildings will act as an open depository and living workshop, allowing visitors to study the fascinating vehicles at close hand and follow the restoration of several unique old fire engines," says Michael Ahlefeldt. 

Egeskov welcomed 207,000 visitors last season, and this year three important periods in the castle's history will be highlighted in special theme weeks. 

"Lots of activities and talks are planned, covering everything from period table settings to the Count's feud. And during the three mid-summer theme weeks, staff will be dressed in keeping with the era highlighted in the week concerned," explains Michael Ahlefeldt.

The three weeks have the following themes: 

13/7-19/7: The period from 1554, when Egeskov was built by Frans Brockenhuus, to 1730. 

20/7-26/7: The period from 1730, when Niels Krag established the gardens, to 1875. 

27/7-2/8: The period from 1875, when Camilla Bille Brahe married Julius Ahlefeldt, to 1960. 

On the Wednesday of all three theme weeks, Egeskov will remain open until 23.00, with special evening events and impressive closing fireworks display. 


This season, the classic collection of the Veteran Car Museum is supplemented with a wonderful exhibition highlighting outdoor living, as seen from a caravan. The caravans on display date from 1918 to 1980. 

Children's television presenter Shane Brox guested Egeskov with huge success last year. This season, therefore, the castle houses an extensive exhibition of his magical world of fabulous creations. Scissors, glue and everyday items are all that are used, just like in "’Shane's World", a highly popular children's entertainment programme on Danish TV.

Again this year, paying visitors will be given the opportunity of exchanging their admission card for a free season ticket. To do so, visitors must activate their admission card at one of our four photo kiosks on their first visit. The card then acts as a complimentary season ticket.
